"My Dinner with Serpentor” (YB 3) 1987
The prime minister of Frusenland purchases several Terror-Dromes from Cobra, though his nation has little use for the
launch bases. "Cold Snap" (Gl 67). Outback and Tunnel Rat are assigned to the G.l. Joe team. Prior to their first
appearances in the following issues. "Strange Bedfellows" (Gl 57) Spy satellites detect what appears to be the infrared
signature of a Cobra Terror-Drome hidden in an oil storage tank in the middle east. The G.I. Joe team sends Dusty and
Mainframe to investigate.
